The Board of Trustees of the Village of Chester met in the Village Hall meeting room on
November 5, 2007.

Also present: John Orr-Building Inspector. Peter Graziano-Police Chief. Cathy Richards-
Treasurer and J. Thomas Bell-Highway Superintendent. Also present was Henry
Christensen-Village Attorney.

Mayor Valastro call the Public Hearing to order at 7:15 p.m. on the Introductory Local #3
0f 2007, amending Chapter 51, Flood Damage Prevention, of the Village of Chester Code
and replacing with a new Chapter 51, Flood Damage Prevention.

The Clerk read the notice which appeared in the Times Herald Record:

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on November 5. 2007, at 7:15 p.m. at the Village
Oftice, 47 Main Street in the Village of Chester, the Board of Trustees of the Village of
Chester, Orange County, New York will conduct a public hearing regarding the proposed
adoption of a local law, Introductory Law no. 3 of 2007, amending Chapter 51, Flood
Damage Prevention, of the Village Code and replacing that chapter in its entirety with a
new Chapter 51, Flood Damage Prevention, to promote the public health, safety and
general welfare, and to minimize public and private losses due to flood conditions in
specific areas, at which time and place all interested persons may appear and will be
given an opportunity to be heard either in support or in opposition to the proposed local
law .

The full text of the proposed local law, Introductory Law No. 3 of 2007. is filed with and
is in the custody of the Village Clerk at 47 Main Street, Chester, New York, and may be
examined by any interested person during regular business hours at the above address up
to and including 4:30 p.m., on November 5, 2007

Attorney Christensen gave a brief synopsis of this proposed Local Law No. 3 of 2007. e
stated that this new Local Law would have minimal impact for the Village of Chester.
There are minor changes to the definition of the flood plain around Black Mcadow Crecek,
and there are some slight changes in the procedures and a new definition of how long a
permit holder will have after permits are issued to start a project that involves building in
a flood plain. Most of the changes are technical. The Village needs to adopt this Local
Law so that the property owners in the Village of Chester are able to get Flood Insurance.

The Mayor asked for comments from the public. There were no comments or questions
in regard to the Flood Plain Definitions. Trustee John Collins made a motion, to close the
Public Hearing, motion seconded by Trustee Gene Collins. All agreed, and the Public
Hearing was closed.

The Mayor opened the Regular Meeting at 7:30 p.m., with a pledge to the flag.
The Mayor noted that the Trustees completed the audit of bills.

MINUTES - The Mayor asked for a motion to accept the minutes of the October 1, 2007
Village Board Meeting. Trustee John Collins made a motion to accept the minutes of the
October 1, 2007 meeting, motion seconded by Trustee Gene Collins, all in favor, motion

passed.

COLD WAR VETERANS PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTION - The Mayor read a
letter he received from Assemblyperson Nancy Calhoun. The letter stated that Gov.
Spitzer has signed Legislation to amend the Real Property Tax Law in relation to the
authorization, a real property exemption for Cold War Veterans. The municipalities can
opt for a 10% or 15% exemption. The Mayor asked for a discussion on this matter.
After a brief discussion, that matter was tabled until the December Meeting on a motion
by Trustee Deshler and seconded by Trustee Reillly, 111. All agreed motion passed.

TAX EXEMPTION - The Village Board needs to pass a resolution requesting Tax
Exemption on Village owned property in the Town of Monroe at Walton Lake. Trustee
John Collins moved and Trustee Gene Collins seconded the adoption of the following
Resolution:

A RESOLUTION VILLAGE OF CHESTER REQUEST FOR REAL PROPERTY
TAX EXEMPTION OF THE VILLAGE OWNED PROPERTY DEVOTED TO
WATER SUPPLY FACILITIES.

WHEREAS, the Village of Chester is the owner of real property in the Town of
Monroe, County of Orange, identified on the Tax Map as follows:
Section Block Lot
13 1 28

and
WHEREAS, the above real property is devoted solely to public use and is part of the

Village owned water system as the site for Water Filtration Plant necessary connections
and appurtenances.

WHEREAS, The Real Property Tax Law, Section 406 (3) provides the authority for
each taxing district in which municipally owned property used in such manner is located
to grant a whole exemption

WHEREAS, such exemption for the Village of Chester Water Supply site real
property would provide a direct and immediate benefit for the tax payers and water users
of the Village of Chester which would enhance real property ownership, encourage
industrial and commercial development, and exemplify a spirit of intermunicipal
cooperation between the County of Orange and this Village,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Village Board of the Village of
Chester, its taxpayers, water users and citizens hereby petition the County of Orange to
grant a whole exemption from Orange County for real property taxes commencing for the
calendar year of 2009 for the parcel of real property identified as follows in the Town of
Monroe:

Section Block Lot
13 1 28

AND IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to
Laurie M. Whigthsil, Clerk of the Orange County Legislature.

This resolution was passed unanimously.
