November 9, 2009

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Chester held their monthly business meeting in the Village Hall
meeting room on Monday, November 9, 2009. Members present: Mayor Philip Valastro, Trustees
Eugene Collins, John Deshler and John Reilly, III.

e MTA Transportation Mobility Tax: The newly imposed tax law became effective 3/1/09 based on an
employer’s FICA taxable payroll expense for all covered employees and taxed at a rate of 0.34%. The
Village’s initial payment of $3,827.90 covered the period 3/1/09 through 9/30/09 and was due on 11/2/09.
The next payment will be due on February 1, 2010 that covers the period 10/1/09 through 12/31/009.

e Water Filtration Plant Upgrade Bond: The 2™ Serial Bond for the Water Filtration Plant Upgrade is
currently in the bid process. The amount of the bond requested is $475,000 based upon final projected
expenditures for completing the project. The Bond Sale Term Sheet and Request for Bids were emailed
by our bond counsel on 10/27/09 to approximately 15 financial institutions. The sale of the bonds will be
held on Thursday, November 12, 2009 with bids submitted via facsimile by 11:00 AM EST. Bids will be
reviewed by bond counsel and Village Treasurer for lowest bid. Once the lowest bid is determined,
documents will be prepared by bond counsel for a projected closing date of 11/23/09.

Holdings, LLC (the "Petitioner"), which includes, among other things, the
annexation of 60.6 +/- acres of land into the Village of Chester from the
Town of Chester, the rezoning of said land, approvals for the construction of
a residential development, variances, and connections to the Village's water
and sewer service (the "Project"); and

WHEREAS the Village Board on July 14, 2008, adopted a Final Scope for
the Project and directed the Petitioner to prepare a Draft Environmental
Impact Statement ("DE IS") in accordance with said scope and the rules and
regulations promulgated under SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, on May 11, 2009, the Petitioner submitted its DEIS to the Village
Board for review, and on July 13, 2009, the Village Board, after review, found
that DE IS to be incomplete and directed the Petitioner to revise the DEIS in
accordance with the Village Board's findings; and

WHEREAS the Petitioner resubmitted its DEIS (the "Revised DE IS") for
review by the Village Board on October 22, 2009 with further amendments
made on November 6, 2009, and incorporated into the Revised DEIS; and

WHEREAS the Village Board, independently, and through its planning
consultant, attorneys, engineer and staff, has reviewed the Petitioner's

(a) and other applicable laws, rules and regulations, that the DEIS is
complete for purposes of public review,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it

RESOLVED, that the Village Board finds the Petitioner's Revised DE IS to be
complete for public purposes of review; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Revised DE IS shall be made available for public review

and a public hearing shall be scheduled in accordance with the applicable
SEQRA regulations; and be it further
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RESOLVED, that Village's Planning consultant, in consultation with the
Village Board, the Petitioner and the Village's attorneys, is hereby directed
to draft, file and publish the necessary SEQRA notices and to file the

Revised DEIS for public record and public access in accordance with
SEQRA.

Board referred the Petition to the Planning Board of the Village of Chester
(the "Planning Board") for a report on the proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS the Planning Board is expected to approve its final report on
the proposed zoning amendment at its next board meeting on November
17, 2009; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to sections 98-39 and 98-42 of the Village Code,
the Village Board is required to hold a public hearing on the Proposed -
Action,

WHEREAS, on or about December 18, 2008, the Village of Chester
commenced a CPLR Article 78 proceeding against the Town of Chester

Planning Board ("Town Planning Board") and Bukiet Building & Management

Co., LLC (collectively the "Respondents") pertaining to a certain subdivided
parce] of property of approximately 41.5 acres located in the Town of
Chester, which was, and is, being developed for a 24-lot proposed residential

subdivision called the Hills of Chester (the "Hills of Chester Subdivision");
and

WHEREAS the Village of Chester, in that procéeding, sought an Order
annulling and reversing the decision of the Respondent, Town Planning

Board as having failed to comply with the procedures set forth in SEQRA,

and further seeking an order requiring the Town Planning Board take a "hard
look" at the traffic issues associated with the Hills of Chester Subdivision,
specifically the impact of introducing through traffic between the Village of
Chester and the Town of Goshen through Whispering Hills Lane and
Danielle Court; and

WHEREAS the parties desire to effectuate a settlement and resolve and
discontinue the action with prejudice and to release all claims, rights,
obligations, actions, causes of action, disputes and matters in controversy
between them pertaining to the subject matter of the lawsuit; and

WHEREAS the parties have reached a tentative settlement agreement in the
form of a stipulation amongst the parties; and

WHEREAS settlement has been recommended by the Attorney for the
Village; and

WHEREAS the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village, have
independently reviewed the proposed settlement terms in Executive Session,
and have found the same to be in the best interest of the Village,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it

RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Trustees of the Village of Chester, having
reviewed in Executive Session a proposed settlement of a pending Article 78
