. DOT was contacted and they advised they would have someone check the
intersection and advise the Police Department.

$60,000 plus installation and related equipment. Between 1 Jan 2007 and

10 Nov 2008, there have been 23 collisions at intersections. Of that 4

were contributed to someone disobeying a red light. Of that, 1 resulted in

minor injuries. '
. Report on School St. Survey: The speed trailer was deployed on 7, 8 and

10 October 2008. The trailer display was disabled in an attempt to
minimize the change in driver’s habits by making it less noticeable.
Deployment ran for 16hrs each day and reports were developed for the 8"
and 10™. The report for the 7™ was unable to be printed.

Trustee John Collins noted possible traffic concerns at the intersection of Route 17M and Kings
Highway. He stated that vehicles traveling westbound on 17M making a left hand turn into
Kings Highway may conflict with vehicles traveling eastbound making a right hand turn into
Kings Highway at the light. Chief Graziano noted this and will investigate it.

A motion was made by Deputy Mayor John Deshler and seconded by Trustee John Collins, to
allow Police Chief Graziano to enter an agreement for Orange County Interoperable
Communications Project Grant was made by Deputy Mayor J ohn Deshler and second by Trustee
John Collins. Motion unanimously passed.

6. HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Supermtendent J. Thomas Bell was not present and
no report was submitted.
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7. WATER REPORT: Water Commissioner Thomas Becker was present and read his
report as follows:

1 Daily filtration plant and well #12 routine.

2 All meters have been read.

3 The bid for the property at Walton Lake was delivered to the County.

4 We worked on a new driveway entrance into the filtration plant.

5 We removed a concrete block wall at the filtration plan in preparation to remove
the old filters. We built doors to close up the wall until work has been completed.

6 Gary and Joe have been replacing broken meters.

7 linstalled a new 1-inch water service line across Howland Street for Tom Atkins.

8 Lawns at all water facilities have been mowed each week.

9 We have started to clean main line water valve boxes in the Village.

10 Water main flushing for November has been completed.

11 We installed a 2-inch tap at the filtration plant to be used to serve water to

customers by the plant when the filters are out of service.

12 TOC and Alkalinity samples were taken to the lab.

13 At 14 Miller Drive we installed a new water service to replace their leaking
service line that was tapped on Oak Street.

Water Commissioner Becker reported he received the special license enabling him to assist the
Town of Chester water department in the event of emergency situations. The Board suggested
that an intermunicipal agreement be drawn up for these and other services shared by Village and

Town. The Town attorney is expected to prepare a draft agreement for the water department
activities.

Water Commissioner Becker also reported an annoyance regarding railroad cars at Sanford
Avenue with workers littering the area and not cleaning up.

Christopher Battiato — Water Bill: Resident Christopher Battiato and his wife Elizabeth of 17
Kerner Drive were present to discuss what they believe to be a billing error with their recent
water billing for summer months. The latest invoice dated 11/1/08 was billed for 288,000
gallons for a total of $1,008. They compared this to last summer’s billing of 56,000 gallons for a
total of $50. They feel there was no significant change in their consumption and that possibly
the meter is faulty. Water Commissioner Thomas Becker stated he could not locate any
problems with the meter. Discussions continued and Mayor Valastro asked Board members for
thoughts or suggestions on how to proceed. It was decided that the Village would look up the
Battiato’s consumption records for the last 3 summer readings for years 2005, 2006 and 2007
and combine for an average usage to bill in lieu of the current reading. The Battiato’s agreed and

that they would closely monitor the meter on a monthly basis and record readings to see if any
problems with the meter are noted.

A motion was made by Deputy Mayor John Deshler and seconded by Trustee John Collins, to
amend the Battiato’s current water bill dated 11/1/08 and use the average readings from 3
summer months for the years 2005, 2006 and 2007. Motion unanimously passed.

Korean Methodist Church of Hudson Valley — Request for Village Water for new building
Representatives from the Korean Methodist Church of Hudson Valley were present to request
usage of Village water for the building addition of the church to the existing pastor housing
(which currently uses Village Water). MJS Engineering presented information to the board
regarding the specifics of the new building - approximately 8,889 square feet to seat 176 people
including a kitchen and bathrooms. Construction is scheduled for Spring 2009. Deputy Mayor
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Deshler commented that all applicable out of corp fees should be included in the contract
agreement for water services. Mayor Valastro asked Water Commissioner Becker to negotiate a
contract with the church per his expertise and to include all applicable fees per Village Code.

A motion was made by Trustee John Collins and seconded by Trustee Eugene Collins, to allow
the Korean Methodist Church of Hudson Valley to utilize Village water, subject to creating a
contract agreement for such usage. Motion unanimously passed.

RESOLUTION
WATER FILTRATION PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTION

The following resolution was introduced by Trustee John Collins and seconded by Deputy
Mayor John Deshler:

WHEREAS, the Village of Chester is the owner of real property in the Town of Monroe, County
of Orange, identified on the tax map as follows:

Section Block Lot
13 1 28

AND, WHEREAS, the above real property is devoted solely to public use and is part of the

Village owned water system as the site for Water Filtration Plant, necessary connections and
appurtenances; and

WHEREAS, the Real Property Tax Law, Section 406(3), provides the authority for each taxing
district in which municipally owned property used in such manner is located to grant a whole
exemption from real property taxes levied by that taxing district; and

WHEREAS, such exemption for the Village of Chester water supply site real property would
provide a direct and immediate benefit for the taxpayers and water users of the Village of
Chester which would enhance real property ownership, encourages industrial and commercial

development, and exemplify a spirit of intermunicipal cooperation between the County of
Orange and this Village.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Village Board of the Village of Chester on
behalf of the Village of Chester, its taxpayers, water users and citizens hereby petition the
County of Orange to grant a whole exemption from Orange County real property taxes

commencing for calendar year 2010 for the parcel of real property identified as follows in the
Town of Monroe:

13 1 28

RESOLUTION - AMENDMENT OF RPTL SECTION 467 EXEMPTION
FOR REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY PERSONS 65 OR OVER

The following motion was introduced by Trustee John Collins and was seconded by Trustee
Eugene Collins:

WHEREAS by Resolution, dated November 14, 1995, the Village Board passed a resolution

granting partial exemptions from Village real property taxes for residential property owned by
persons 65 years of age or older, and

WHEREAS, the Village Board desires to increase the maximum annual income levels at which
persons sixty-five years of age or older and who otherwise qualify under Section 467 of the Real
Property Tax Law may qualify for a real property tax exemption,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it hereby

RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Trustees of the Village of Chester, pursuant to their authority
under Section 467 of the Real property Tax Law, hereby establishes, effective January 1, 2009,
$20,500 as the maximum annual income at which persons sixty-five (65) years of age or over,
and who otherwise qualify under Section 467 of the Real property Tax Law, may qualify for a
real property tax exemption of 50% of the assessed value of their real property; and it is

FURTHER RESOLVED, effective January 1, 2009, that the percentage of assessed valuation
which is exempt from taxation for those persons qualifying for such exemption under Section

467 of the Real Property Tax Law, and whose income is greater than $20,500 will be determined
according to the following scale:

Annual Income % of Exemption
more than $20,500  but less than $21,500 45
$21,500 or more but less than $22,500 40
$22,500 or more but less than $23,500 35
$23,500 or more but less than $24,400 30
$24,400 or more but less than $25,300 25
$25,300 or more but less than $26,200 20
$26,200 or more but less than $27,100 15
$27,100 or more but less than $28,000 10
$28,000 or more but less than $28,900 5

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village Clerk is hereby authorized to take all actions necessary
to effectuate the same.

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RESOLUTION REDUCING SPEED LIMIT ON CARPENTER ROAD,
BUTLER TERRACE AND SCHOOL STREET
FROM 30 MPH TO 25 MPH

The. following motion was introduced by Trustee John Collins and was seconded by Trustee
Eugene Collins:

WHEREAS the Village Board has concluded that the current speed limit of 30 mph on Carpenter

Road, Butler Terrace and School Street, poses an unnecessary danger to persons within the
Village, and

WHEREAS the Village Board, for the safety of all persons within the Village, finds that the
above stated roadways’ speed limits should be lowered from 30 mph to 25 mph; and

WHEREAS the Village Board is authorized by Village Law §20-200 and the Vehicle and Traffic

Law §1643 to set maximum speed limits for roadways other than State highways within its
boundaries; and

WHEREAS the Village Board scheduled, advertised and conducted a public hearing on
November 10, 2008, as to this action; and

WHEREAS, the adoption of the above referenced resolution is classified as an “action” under

the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act and the regulations promulgated
thereunder (“SEQRA”™).

NOW, THEREFORE, be it hereby

RESOLVED that the Village Board hereby determines that the Proposed Action is a “Type II”

Action under SEQRA, specifically 6 NYCRR 617.5 (20) & (27), and therefore no further review
under SEQRA is required; and be it further

RESOLVED that the Village Board hereby lowers the speed limit of Carpenter Road, Butler
Terrace and School Street, from 30 mph to 25 mph, and be it further

RESOLVED that Schedule VIII of Section 92-36 of the Village Code be amended to add at the
end of that Section the following:

Speed Limit :
Name of Street (mph) Location
Carpenter Road 25 . Entire length
Butler Terrace 25 Entire length
School Street 25 Entire length

AND be it further

RESOLVED that this resolution is to take effect immediately and the Street Commissioner is
hereby authorized to make all necessary changes to the posted speed limit signs, and is further
authorized to take all actions necessary to effectuate the same.

Mayor Valastro asked for the Board’s opinion whether all three streets should be included, or
any excluded. Deputy Mayor John Deshler stated that School Street should stay in the resolution
since it can be a dangerous street if speeding not controlled. He also mentioned that the
Highway Superintended add white reflective strips to the new speed si ans.

Onavoteof __ 4 to 0 _, the resolution was adopted.

SHARED SERVICES REPORT: Deputy Mayor John Deshler read his report. He commented
on recent reports in the newspaper regarding false statements that the Village was not interested
in sharing services with the Town of Chester. He explained that there have not been any
meetings since the Laberge Group conducted their initial survey report for Town and Village
shared services and therefore, no further discussions have taken place or information to report.
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The next stage will be to conduct in-depth studies of each department. Deputy Mayor Deshler
reported of a NY State grant application available for consolidation of Village and Town Police
departments. The grant application fee is $4800 — in which the cost will be shared by both
Town and Village ($2400 each). Pending NY'S funding and approval of this grant, it will allow
an in-depth study and analysis to be conducted of each police department; and that all
recommendations are in compliance with NYS Division of Criminal Justice Services.

A motion was made by Trustee J ohn Collins and seconded by Deputy Mayor John Deshler, to
approve that the Village contributes $2400 towards the application for the NYS police
consolidated study grant. Motion unanimously passed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Town of Chester Board member Cindy Smith expressed her concerns regarding the odor
complaint she received from 3 families residing on Greycourt Avenue in reference to the sewer
pump station. She stated she spoke with Sewer Commissioner Phil Salerno about this but
nothing has been addressed yet. Mayor Valastro stated he also spoke with Phil Salerno at the last
Moodna Joint Commission meeting about this issue. It is not something that can get solved
overnight due to investigation of where exactly the clogged line is between pump houses. Mayor
also stated that the residents never contacted the Village with their complaint. The residents

instead brought this to a town board meeting. The Village only found out about it due to a sign
the residents put up on Greycourt Avenue.

Resident Ed Piatt asked if any decision has been made to implement the parking restriction on
Carpenter Road. Mayor Valastro stated the Village will look further into this before they enact.
Mayor also mentioned that the winter ordinance parking is already in effect as of November 1.

Mayor Valastro commented that the Village Highway Department is very busy picking up all the
leaves and asked for residents to please be patient — there are a lot of leaves and will all
eventually be picked up. Leaf pick up will stop on or about December 1.

Mayor Valastro stated a public hearing for Local Law 3 Planning Board alternates and Local
Law 4 Zoning Board of Appeals alternates will be held on Monday, December 8 at 7:15 PM.

9. ADJOURN: A motion made by Trustee John Collins and seconded by Deputy Mayor
John Deshler, to adjourn the business meeting.
